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5.5 Cleaning

This printer is toughly built to meet heavy load without regular maintenance. However regular

cleaning can extend the operating life of the printer.

It is recommended to clean the printer every 6 months or 300 operating hours. Turn off the
power and unplug the power cord before cleaning.

® Clean up the dust inside by a brush or compact vacuum cleaner.

® Clean up the dirt inside with a clean cloth.

® (Clean the platen with a soft cloth.

Avoid damages to or loosing the cable winding and components inside. Avoid metallic objects

falling into the electric areas to cause short-circuit.
